kay, we all know the holidays are stressful. 

Your aunt Sally per usual made a negative 

comment about your outfit at the office party 

and your son noticed that the neighbor kid's bicycle is 

a better model than the one you bought for him as a 

gift. That's normal, we all have experiences like that. 

 Nevertheless, a full-blown psychological depres-

sion that impacts your entire life is a totally different animal. Yes, 

you should be seeing a counselor or therapist as well as your phy-

sician or a psychiatrist . . . but now scientists are suggesting 

something else just might be causing the problem. 

 That something else is vitamin D or should I say hormone D. 

Experts now believe that a lack of sunshine could be fueling a 

vitamin D deficiency and many experts believe vitamin D is actu-

ally a hormone just like estrogen, testosterone, or insulin.  More-

over, these same experts believe that it would be impossible (yes, 

I just used the I word) to get enough vitamin D if you live up 

north . . . say Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania!  And it wouldn't matter 

how many hours you spent in the sun.  You might get skin can-

cer, but you still would not get nearly enough vitamin D. 

 The answer, according to some researchers, is very high dose 

vitamin D supplementation. For many years vitamin D capsules 

almost all contained 400 IU.  Now, even the big pharmacy chains 

and big box discount stores are selling 5000 IU capsules. Hence, 

one of the new capsules is stronger than ten of the old ones. If 

this sounds outlandish, consider that a 20 or 30 minute stint on 

the beach during a sunny afternoon in Florida would flood your 

body with approximately 20,000 units. 

 If you are feeling depressed continue to see your counselor, 

physician, and psychiatrist. But ask your health care provider if a 

vitamin D supplement might be right for you. Life looks a lot 

sunnier with a bottle of vitamin D under the tree.
