The Birth of a
Rescue Vehicle

It is most certain that you did
your research and homework be-
fore you purchased your last vehi-
cle. That is just what the members
of the Hampton Volunteer Fire
Department did several months
ago when the department pur-
chased a new fstate of the arto
rescue vehicle. Purchasing a res-
cue vehicle is not as easy as pick-
ing the fastest or flashiest colored
set of wheels on the lot. Not only
did they have to decide what was
needed in the vehicle, but also to
strategically balance the equip-
ment in the truck along with many
other factors.

In  August, 2010 the department
formed a committee that was comprised
of Chief Gary Massimino, Assistant
Chief Scott Reaghard, Captain Dave
Boyce, f' Lieutenant Dan Kuny, "
Lieutenant Jeff Ross and Fire fighters
Bruce Taylor, Walt Winters and Will
Lemke, and from the Glick Fire Equip-
ment Company, Jim Sims. This group of
men worked together diligently to design
a rescue vehicle that would accommodate
any type of emergency call that may oc-
cur over the next 15 years.

It is worth checking out all of the
amenities this truck has to offer including
the hydraulic equipment, wooden crib-
bing, rescue jacks, struts, chains, binders,
hand tools, saws, air chisels, air bag
equipment including the 6 heawduty air
bags and 3 high pressure SCBA bhottles,
traffic control equipment, gasoline
powered equipment, trench rescue equip-
ment, five ladders, hazmat, electric winch
on the front which can be moved to all
sides, water rescue equipment, rope and

rope rescue equipment. In the
front of the cabin is a GPS sy$-
tem, a computer lap top and fu
set of seat belts which the trudk
will not go into gear until all fas-
tened for the fire fighters proteg
tion.
