A summary of noteworthy incidents that occurred

But please, 

if your vendor claims to have taken ñthe 

best of online and face-to-face instruction,ò 

and you have put the likelihood of district 

students becoming óproficientô or 

óadvancedô in the hands of a vendor, than 

ask your vendor if his/her company is will-

ing to hold itself accountable by creating 

an Annual Yearly Progress (AYP) report 

card consisting of their student achieve-

ment (PSSA) and growth (PVAAS) data.
