Kitchen  
 

...ñA Village Where History is 

Real Lifeò 
 

T 
he new year is bringing some very 

positive changes to the museum, 

located at 4773 S. Pioneer Road, 

just off Route 8.  Currently, the museum is 

owned by the Township of Hampton along 

with the additional property located on 

North Pioneer Road, the old Pine Creek 

Cemetery.  The Township Council is hop-

ing to dissolve the nine-member Historical 

Commission.  A new Museum Association 

Board, along with newly revised By-Laws 

will then be put in place.  This new Depre-

ciation Lands Museum Association will 

function as a 501 (c) (3) Organization as 

defined by the Internal Revenue Service 

(Non-Profit Entity) and lease the Museum 

facilities from the Township.  The Town-

ship, in turn, will make a yearly contribu-

tion to the Association and continue to be 

responsible for Facilitiesô Maintenance 

and Insurability.  This change in organiza-

tion will allow the Association more op-

erational flexibility and open the door to 

eligibility for available public and private 

grants.  

 The Museumôs most successful pro-

grams and events involve and require the 

kitchen facilities that 

are now in use and date 

back to the 1970ôs 

when it was used as a 

small church kitchen.  

The current Health 

Department regula-

tions, along with the 

increasing numbers of 

program participants 

require that modern 

and efficient kitchen 

facilities be installed.
