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cers were en route, they were updated with information that the 

victim could be heard screaming for help and a lot of yelling in the 

background.

Superfruits are all the Rage

B 
y now you probably have heard all the hype surrounding 

ñsuperfruitò; a term being tossed around like itôs the next 

coming.  Superfruits are defined as a fruit that tends to have 

high nutritional value, high anti-oxidant capacity, as well as a per-

ceived desire to consumers.
